OIB (Personal Identification Number — PIN) is obligatory

identifier in the whole Croatian public administration system and
precondition for obtaining other necessary documents.

The Ministry of Finance — Tax Administration is responsible for the
assignation of the OIB (http://www.porezna-uprava.hr/en, Avenija
Dubrovnik 32).

After receiving an OIB, student comes to FSB, to the Department
for Projects and Mobility where he/she will be instructed about
the enrolling procedure. Additionally, student gets "X" student card
and AAl identity (login and password for Internet access and for
the Information System of Higher Education Institutions — ISVU
System).

Exchange students staying in Croatia for a period longer than three
months (90 days) need to obtain the residence permit (Ministry of
Interior, Petrinjska30).
